Each season of the Christian year is important and exciting in its own way.     

Further more, each and every month brings special opportunities, and          

challenges.  Without a doubt, the two highest and most meaningful times for 

Christians are celebrated at Christmas, the birth date of our Lord and Savior   

Jesus Christ, and Easter, when we commemorate Christôs death and glorious  

resurrection.  
 

However, this present month, November, marks the beginning of three very   

important events that are vital to the life and ministry of churches throughout 

the land, and First Presbyterian Church of Cleveland, Georgia in particular.  The three events of which I am 

speaking are Stewardship, Thanksgiving,  and Advent .  There is an interrelatedness about these three 

that makes them almost inseparable.  That is to say, it is hard, if not impossible, to consider one without 

the other two.    

  

Our Season of Stewardship Emphasis officially began in October and will culminate this month as we   

dedicate our tithes and pledges to Christ through First Presbyterian Church on Stewardship Commitment 

Sunday, November 13, 2011.  During the months of October and November we emphasize, or focus more 

directly upon, Stewardship which should be a year long way of life.  We do so at this particular time of year 

because of the needs for budget preparations and planning for the year ahead.  It has been said before 

and is worthy of remembrance that stewardship is not merely a matter of funds; itôs a matter of faith! 
 

Stewardship and Thanksgiving emphasis come at the same time because the two go hand in hand.  We 

give of our time, energies, and talents (Stewardship) out of our gratitude (Thanksgiving) for what Almighty 

God has given to us in the person of Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior.  As we look forward to a day of   

National Thanksgiving later this month, let us not forget to give eternal thanks to God our Father who 

makes all of life possible, and for His gift of Love to each of us through Jesus Christ our Lord.  
 

Advent, the season in which we celebrate the coming of God in Jesus Christ, born in Bethlehemôs manger, 

officially begins on November 27 th , and reaches its peak on Christmas day, Sunday, December 25 th .  It has 

been said, and rightly so, that ñJesus is the reason for the season!ò  We give gifts to one another in       

response to the joy that is ours because of the GIFT of life and love God has given to us in the birth, life, 

and resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  
 

The Celebrations have already begun.  Stewardship emphasis is now in full swing.  Thanksgiving is just 

around the corner; and before you know it, Christmas will be here once again.  But perhaps we have    

misaligned the order of these three events.  Would it not be more appropriate to celebrate Advent, the 

coming of God in human form, first; then Thanksgiving as a natural progression and expression of our 

gratitude for Godôs UNSPEAKABLE GIFT, and Stewardship throughout the year as a genuine expression of 

the depth of our commitment?  
 

There is so very much for which we have reason to give thanks and rejoice.  My prayer for each of us is 

that we will celebrate all three of these vital seasons this year as a response to Godôs goodness and grace.  

The hymn writer puts it so well when he says, ñGreat is Thy faithfulness é All I have needed Thy hand hath 

provided; Great is Thy faithfulness, Lord unto me!ò  Itôs a great time to be alive, and a wonderful time to 

be a part of First Presbyterian Church.  When you are absent, itôs just not the same!  Come, share the joy.

After a Sept. 22 trip to Thornwell by 14 of our members (see cover article and photos in the October  

issue of The View from Presbyterian Hill ), the expeditionôs co-organizers ï Presbyterian Women and Men 

of the Church ï have initiated efforts to help the kids of Thornwell.  
 

Presbyterian Women has purchased pillows, towels, rugs and laundry baskets that are to be delivered to 

Thornwell this month, while Men of the Church is hoping to be able to bring kids from Thornwell to White 

County one Sunday next year for our morning worship, a cookout and tubing.  
 

Opened in 1875 as Thornwell Orphanage, with 10 orphans of the Confederacy, the facility is a key     

ministry of the Presbyterian Church (USA), serving children from distressed family situations in South      

Carolina, Georgia and Florida. But challenging economic times have led to a reduction in what Thornwell 

is able to do and decreased the number of children it can assist ï making your help all the more critical.
